The Greek city of Sinope was taken in 70 BC by Romas
General Lucius Licinius Lucullus during the Secoms
Mithridatic War. After the suicide of Mithridates VI Eupator =
Crimea in 63 BC, Pompey the Great allowed Mithridates
burial in Sinop, his birthplace and burial place of the Kings &
Pontus.

In 62 BC, Sinope became one of the twelve politers
{communities) of the Pontic part of the new Roman Province
of Bithynia and Pontus, organized by Pompey.

In 48 BC, Pharnakes, son of Mithridates VI Eupator a=s
King of Cimmerian Bosporus, taking advantage of the Co

Pharnakes in the battle of Zela in 47 BC. Pharnakes fled =
Cimmerian Bosporus and in 45 BC Caesar founded a Roman
colony in Sinope, the Colonia lulia Felix Sinope, so tha
Roman citizens should settle in Sinope and assure him the
loyalty of the city.

In 45 BC, the colonial status was a punishment status. b
very soon, it became an advantage for the development ans

prosperity of Sinope during the Roman Empire.
