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The Greek city of Sinope was founded in 631 BC by
Milesian colonists who established on an isthmus. The archaic
and early classical fortified city of Sinope was settled in the
areas currently known as the Historical Prison and the Former
Bus Station (Otogar). New walls and the city gate, currently
known as Kumkapi (Sand Gate), were constructed in the
4" century BC, when the areas of the Historical Prison and
Former Bus Station (Otogar) became the acropolis, agora and
fortified harbor areas.

In the 3" century BC, Sinope was an independent city and
had to protect itself against the attacks of Mithridates Il King
of Pontus. In 220 BC, the powerful city of Rhodes helped
Sinope to construct a new Hellenistic fortification in the
eastern part of the walls, but in 183 BC, King Pharnakes | of
Pontus took the city, that became the new capital of the
Kingdom of Pontus.

According to Strabo, Geography, Xll, 3, 11, Sinope was
endowed with an agora, a gymnasium and beautiful porticos.

Sinope was besieged by Roman General Lucullus in 70 BC
during the Second Mithridatic War. The Hellenistic walls were
partly destroyed and the public monuments damaged. In the
2™ century AD, a Roman aqueduct was constructed to supply
water to the city. A new Roman district was constructed
outside the western walls of the city, and the Roman Baths
(Balatlar) offered a very comfortable Roman way of life to
the citizens of the Colonia lulia Felix Sinope.
